Sources of Capital

FAA: The FAA provides grants to fund qualified capital improvements. The funding level of
grants has historically been ninety-percent of the qualified costs, however, recent legislation
increased the percentage to ninety-five percent. Qualified improvements consist of practically all
of the airports paved surfaces excluding private parking lots and taxiways. The FAA also funds
planning efforts, navigation equipment, and other equipment directly serving the airport facility.
Historically the FAA has given priority to runway, taxiway and parking ramp improvements.

FAM: The state of Oregon Department of Aviation’s Funding Assistance to Municipalities
(FAM) provides grant funds to leverage City resources to secure FAA funding.

Private sector: The City may consider utilizing private sector developers to build/lease various
facilities including but not limited to T-hangars, corporate hangars, terminal building, and other
airport facilities.

Debt: Various debt instruments are available to the City. They include but are not limited to the
following:

Certificates of Participation (COPs): COP debt proceeds are flexible in their use, may be issued
for varying terms, and can be either tax-exempt or not depending on the use of the borrowed
funds. COPs likely will require a pledge by the City of all its available resources to repay the
obligation.

Revenue bonds: Revenue bonds may be utilized to fund income producing capital improvements.
A pledge of other City revenue may assist with the marketability of revenue bonds utilized for
airport facility improvements.

Bank loans: The City may utilize bank loans for various projects including but not limited to
hangar development. Local banks may prove to be a very competitive source of funding for
smaller projects. Banks can issue tax-exempt and non tax-exempt debt depending on the use of
funds. Generally, issuing costs for a bank loan are considerably less than other non-City funding
alternatives.

Urban renewal: The airport facility is within one of the City’s urban renewal districts. The
amount and availability of funding is dependent on the urban renewal plan. Projects that increase
the assessed value of the district and provide a revenue stream to repay the urban renewal debt
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are viable projects for urban renewal funding. Although urban renewal may be a viable source of
funding it is not a recommended source.

General obligation bonds: Voter-approved general obligation bonds are an unlikely source of
funds for the airport with the possible exception of an airport terminal facility and related
improvements for commuter air service.

The City has utilized voter-approved general obligation debt for land acquisition and urban
renewal debt for matching funds for a recent land acquisition and redevelopment.

Population

The City’s population as of July 1, 2004 is 20,530. Projected annual growth per the City is two
percent. The City’s population has grown 23.3% from 16,644 in 1980. Douglas County’s July 1,
2004 population is 103,152. The County’s population has increased by 10% from 93,748 in 1980.
