TOWING ABANDONED VEHICLES

If you do not have title to a vehicle, provisions are in place to revoke parking privileges.  A vehicle which is not yours and is parked or left on property you own or rent may be towed by following the instruction below.   

ROSEBURG MUNICIPAL CODE:

Section 7.04.170 Inoperative, wrecked, dismantled or abandoned vehicles.

A. Storage. No person shall cause or allow a neglected or discarded vehicle to remain upon public or private property within the City for more than five days unless the vehicle is completely enclosed within a legally permitted building, or unless it is stored by a licensed business enterprise dealing in junked vehicles lawfully conducted within the City. 

B. Abandoned Vehicles. No person shall cause or allow a vehicle to be abandoned upon public or private property within the City. This Section shall not apply to a vehicle that has been abandoned as defined by state law nor to a vehicle that constitutes a hazard as defined by state law. A vehicle that is abandoned or that constitutes a hazard shall be dealt with pursuant to the provisions of state law. (Ord. 2945 § 1 (part), 1996)

OREGON REVISED STATUTES:
98.830 Towing abandoned vehicle from private property; conditions.  A person who is the owner, or is in lawful possession, of private property on which a motor vehicle has been abandoned may have the motor vehicle towed from the property if:

(1) The person affixes a notice to the vehicle stating that the vehicle will be towed if it is not removed. The notice required by this subsection must remain on the vehicle for 72 hours before the vehicle may be removed.

(2) The person notifies the local law enforcement agency of the intent to have the vehicle towed.

(3) The person fills out and signs a form that includes:

(a) A description of the vehicle to be towed;

(b) The location of the property from which the vehicle will be towed; and

(c) 
A statement that the person has complied with subsections (1) and (2) of this section. [1995 c.758 §1]

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Fill out the this notice completely 

2. Call the police department at 673-6633 and give them the information on the form.  If the car has been reported stolen, somebody might want it back.  

3. PLACE THE NOTICE ON THE CAR.  It must remain on the car for three full days.

4. Call the towing company of your choice and have the car towed off.  If they won’t do it, call somebody else.  Not all towing companies have the space to store junkers until they can be put through an auction and sent to the crusher.
