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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING
OF THE ROSEBURG CITY COUNCIL

November 9, 2015

Mayor Larry Rich called the regular meeting of the Roseburg City Council to order at 7:00
p.m. on Monday, November 9, 2015, in the City Hall Council Chambers, 900 SE Douglas,
Roseburg, Oregon. Councilor McDonald led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL
Present; Councilors Lew Marks, Alison Eggers, Ken Fazio, Steve Kaser, Andrea
Zielinski, John McDonald, Tom Ryan and Victoria Hawks.

Others present: City Manager Lance Coliey, City Attorney Bruce Coalwell, City Recorder
Sheila Cox, Public Works Director Nikki Messenger, Police Captain Jerry Matthews, Finance
Director Ron Harker, Community Development Director Brian Davis, Management Technician
Debi Davidson, Troy Brynelson of The News Review and Kyle Bailey of KQEN Radio.

MAYOR REPORT

Consensus was reached to cancel the December 28, 2015 City Council meeting.
Everyone was invited to attend the Veteran’s Day Parade on November 11" at 11:00,

COMMISSION REPORTS/COUNCIL WARD REPORTS

Fazio reported the Parks and Recreation Commission recommended applying for a weed
abatement grant from the State.

CONSENT AGENDA
Ryan moved to approve the following Consent Agenda items (excepting Item C)

A. Minutes of October 26, 2015 regular meeting.
B. Minutes of October 29, 2015 special meeting

Motion was seconded by Marks and carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION NO. 2015-15, TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT GRANT

Messenger reported that a project to add bicycle and pedestrian improvements on Douglas
from Stephens to the City limits just past Lombardy Street is included in City Master Plans
and complies with criteria for an ODOT Transportation Enhancement Grant. She outlined
details of the design to accommodate bicycle climbing hills, road widening, curbs, gutters,
sidewalks, landscaping and storm water treatment. Approximate cost is $2,000,000. With
limited funding available, there may not be great odds for grant award.

Robin Stalcup, 1788 NW Crouch submitted a letter from Bike Walk Roseburg supporting the
project. McDonald recused himself from voting on the matter as he would be working on the
grant applications on behalf of ODOT. Kaser moved to adopt Resolution No. 2015-15
authorizing application for an ODOT Transportation Enhancement grant. Motion was
seconded by Eggers and carried with McDonald abstaining.
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ORDINANCE NO. 3452—-INTERCHANGE AREA MANAGEMENT PLAN 127,

Cox read Ordinance No. 3452 for the second time, entitled: An Ordinance Deciaring a
Comprehensive Plan Text Amendment Adopting by Reference the I-5 Exit 127 Interchange
Area Management Plan. Kaser moved to adopt the ordinance, seconded by Fazio. Roll call
vote was taken and motion carried with McDonald abstaining due to a previously declared
conflict. Rich proclaimed the adoption of Ordinance No. 3452.

PROCESSING OF OLCC NEW LOCATION APPLICATIONS

Cox reported that she became aware that state law did not require a public hearing for
consideration of new OLCC outlets. The requirement only exists in the Roseburg Municipal
Code. Inasmuch as minimal testimony has been received during those public hearings and
in order to save time and expense and reduce the length of time an applicant must wait for
Council approval, Cox recommended the Code be amended to delete that hearing
requirement. Staff would continue with the same review process and recommendation to
Council. Ryan moved to direct Staff to prepare an ordinance amending RMC 9.12 to delete
the requirement for a public hearing on OLCC new location applications unless Council is
considering an unfavorable recommendation to OLCC and to schedule a public hearing on
such proposed change at the December 14, 2015, Council meeting. Motion was seconded
by Fazio and carried unanimously.

LAND USE AND DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE UPDATE STATUS

Davis provided a status report on the Land Use and Development (LUDQ) update project.
The third and final phase includes substantive changes that will require individual notice to
property owners. Those changes fall under the following categories: garage setbacks;
improved open space in conjunction with multi-family development;, landscaping standards;
telecommunication facilities; fences; drive-up uses; floodplain; lighting standards: clear vision
standards; open space resulting from subdivision and/or PUD: signs; site plan review for
incremental building increase; transitional uses; transition height standards: riparian
vegetation corridor; and sidewalks in subdivisions. Discussion was held on the floodplain and
transitional uses amendments as well as any impacts on the Statewide Transportation
Planning Rule.

MEDICAL EDUCATION FEASIBILITY UPDATE

Colley provided a status report on the proposed medical education college. A subcommittee
of The Partnership for Economic Development determined that three things needed to be
done in the next phase of that project; 1) engage a PR/information Specialist to heip identify
state and federal support and potential partner educational institutions; 2) provide information
to the Oregon Legislature to generate legislative and gubernatorial support; and 3) establish
significant support at the federal congressional level. Funding of $150,000 to $200,000 will
be needed to proceed with that phase. The Partnership anticipated requesting 20% from the
City which is $30,000 to $40,000 from the Economic Development Fund. Mercy Medical
Center remains involved in the project, but Mercy College of Des Moines is no longer
included. Therefore, a new college partner needs to be determined. Politically and
functionally it would be best to have an Oregon educational partner. Consensus was to have
The Partnership appear at a work session prior to a Council meeting to present a specific
funding request. Council asked that Partnership Director Alex Campbell and Mercy Medical
Center Administrator Kelly Morgan be present.
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ITEMS FROM MAYOR, COUNCIL OR CITY MANAGER

McDonald invited everyone to attend the Veterans Day Parade. He will be driving Alek
Skarlato’s parents in the parade. The VFW will hold a barbecue after the parade and the
evening will feature a concert at UCC’s Jacoby Auditorium. Hawks noted the lack of
television publicity regarding the Parade. Staff indicated the downtown roadway surfaces will
be completed in time for the parade.

Colley stated that the City has been encouraged to submit a ConnectOregon grant
application which is due November 20%. If that should occur, a special Council meeting will
need to be called to obtain Council's commitment to the application and matching funds.

ISSUE STATEMENT AND SUMMARY

The Partnership, City Staff, Mercy Medical Center Staff and others have worked together on
determining the feasibility of locating a medical education facility in Roseburg. Alex Campbell
and Kelly Morgan will be present at the November 16 meeting to provide an update to the

Council.

BACKGROUND

A. Council Action History:
January 28, 2013: Council received a funding request from The Partnership for the
feasibility study of a medical education facility in Roseburg

February 11, 2013: Council approved $30,000 toward The Partnership's feasibility study
for a medical education facility in Roseburg

December 16, 2013: The Partnership Director Alex Campbell reported the study was 75%
complete and potential programs narrowed to 17. They also identified downtown as the
primary target location.

November 10, 2014: Campbell reported The Partnership Board voted to move forward
with the project, acknowledging that there was a lot of fundraising to do and approvals to
garner.

B. Analysis:

At your last meeting, | reported that we have generated significant interest in the concept
of a rural medical education facility; however we have not been able to secure a partner
institution.  The Med Ed subcommittee evaluated how best to move forward.
Representatives for The Partnership, the City and Douglas County identified time frames
for: decision making; cost of the next phase to determine if funding is feasible; and if a
partner institution can be identified. A facility would cost in the neighborhood of $150-180
million, and at capacity, would provide educational opportunities for over 1,000 students
and have an annual payroll of over $30 million.

Much of the work that will need to be done in the near term is working at the state and
federal level to review potential funding opportunities. We need to obtain commitments
from around the State that spending resources, outside of the metro area, are feasible
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and functional to help meet the shortage of health care and mental health care providers
in the State of Oregon and around the region. We have positioned our community over the
last two years to be the best potential option to begin meeting this need.

Three decision making points have been identified;

» engage a PR/Information specialist to help us identify state and federal support and
potential partner institutions. _

» provide information during the short session of the Oregon Legislature to generate
legislative and gubernatorial support for the project outside the metro area.

» establish significant support at the federal congressional level.

Much of this work must be done by the end of January and then vetted through the
legislative process at the State and Federal level. By June 2016, The Partnership Board
will evaluate progress and determine if we can move forward effectively.

If the decision is to move forward, during the two succeeding six month perieds, facility
phasing and cost will need to be developed, the business model will need to be fully
evaluated and approved, and funding and an institutional partner will need to be secured.
We anticipate decision points for “go/no go” will be evaluated in January 2017 with a final
decision in June 2017,

We anticipate the potential cost for the next phase of work through June 2016 will be
between $150,000 and $200,000.

C. Financial and/or Resource Considerations:

The Partnership would like the City to consider participating financially in the next phase
of work to determine if it continues to be feasible to move the Med Ed project forward.
Based on our discussions yesterday, we would like Council to consider approximately
20% of the next phase at an estimated cost to the City of between $30,000 and $40,000
with a cap of $40,000. It would be my recommendation that if you consider this funding
request, we use money dedicated to Economic Development through the Hotel/Motel tax.
Money is currently available in the EDC fund, but expending this resource would require a
resolution to re-appropriate funds from the reserve for future year expenditures to a
current contracted service line item.

D. Timing Issues:
in order to complete the needed work in a timely manner, a City Council decision
regarding financial participation needs to be made as soon as possible.

COUNCIL OPTIONS
Upon conclusion of The Partnership presentation, the City Council has the option to:

1. Approved funding for the next phase of the feasibility effort.
2. Deny funding for the next phase of the feasibility effort.
3. Direct Staff to provide further information.
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends funding be granted to proceed with the feasibility effort for a medical

education facility to be located in Roseburg.

RECOMMENDED MOTION

| move to authorize the expenditure of up to 20% of the next phase of Partnership activity, not to
exceed $40,000, from the Economic Development Fund to be used for the next phase of
pursuing a medical education facility for Roseburg.

ISSUE STATEMENT AND SUMMARY

Staff has negotiated a contract with a consultant to provide property acquisition services for
ongoing and upcoming projects. The next task order will take the cumulative amount of the
contract over $50,000. Staff is seeking authorization to spend up to $100,000 on task orders.

BACKGROUND

A Council Action History. Staff presented information on this contract to Council at
their April 27, 2015 meeting. As the contract amount was still within the City Manager's
authority at that time, no action was requested or taken.

B. Analysis. The City has upcoming infrastructure projects that may require property
acquisition, including several Urban Renewal Projects. Staff's intent is to begin property
acquisitions as early as possible to ensure that this process does not hold up infrastructure
projects scheduled to occur in the next few years. Staff has worked with various property
acquisition firms over the past several years. Based on these experiences, staff elected to
contract with Universal Field Services directly and entered into a master contract. Each
project will be negotiated separately as a task order under the master contract. To date, staff
has negotiated three task orders, which add up to $44,690. The next task order will
cumulatively exceed the City Manager’s spending authority of $50,000. Upcoming task
orders are anticipated for property acquisition on the Spruce/Parrott and Stewart Parkway
projects. Staff is requesting contract authorization up to $100,000 in task orders.

C. Financial and/or Resource Considerations. Each task order is accounted for in the
project involved. Funding for Spruce/Parrott is budgeted through Urban Renewal and
Transportation Funds. Funding for Stewart Parkway is budgeted through Transportation,
Storm Drainage and Streetlight/Sidewalk Funds.

D. Timing Issues. Staff is ready to proceed with a task order on the Spruce/Parrott
Improvement Project, which requires Council authorization since it will take the total contract

value over $50,000.

COUNCIL OPTIONS
Council has the following options:

1. Authorize the City Manager to negotiate and execute task orders totaling up to
$100,000 under the existing contract with Universal Field Services: or

2. Direct staff to undertake a qualifications based selection process for property
acquisition services. This will delay the next acquisitions by about six months; or
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3. Request additional information.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that the City Council authorize task orders up to $100,000 under the
existing contract with Universal Field Services. This will allow the existing projects to
continue moving forward in a timely manner, which is important given the sunset of the Urban
Renewal District in 2019.

SUGGESTED MOTION
I move to authorize the City Manager to negotiate and execute task orders under the
existing contract with Universal Field Services up to a cumulative total of $100,000.

ISSUE STATEMENT AND SUMMARY
Staff will provide an update on action Council took in April regarding expenditures of portions
of the Workers Compensation Fund.

BACKGROUND

A. Council Action History.

¢ April 13, 2015 — City Council met in executive session to discuss pending actions
which would impact the Workers Compensation Fund.

e April 27, 2015 - City Council adopted a supplemental budget adjusting the Workers
Compensation Fund. In addition, a motion was adopted to direct and authorize the
City Manager to expend any portions of the Workers Compensation Fund up to and
including the full amount of the Fund in current and future budgets, for payments of
claims and expenses as well as for lump sum settlements of Workers
Compensation claims, as he determines are in the City’s best interests, without
further Council approval being required for such payments and settiements, and
this direction by Council to perform such duties shall continue hereafter unti! further
notice.

B. Analysis.  The City maintains a self-funded Workers Compensation program. The
City is liable for direct payment of individual claims and time loss not to exceed $500,000 per
occurrence. The City pays the costs associated with any employee on-the-job injuries or
illnesses. At times it is in the City’s interests to settle claims for a lump sum rather than let
the claim continue to run and incur costs over an unknown period of time. In these cases,
settlement amounts are usually significantly lower than expected long-term claim costs.

At the time of the above noted action, Workers Compensation payments were projected to be
$225,000 greater than budgeted in the 2014-15 fiscal year, thereby the supplemental budget
increased appropriation authority by $225,000 to satisfy contractual obligations. A portion of
that increase was earmarked for the negotiated settlement of a long term workers
compensation claim that the Council was briefed on in executive session.

Pursuant to State rules covering the program, all records regarding Workers Compensation
claims are confidential, and information regarding individual settlements cannot be publicly
discussed in open meetings. However, we can report that a lump sum settlement agreement
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was reached with one employee in fiscal year 2014-15. A second emplioyee reached
settlement agreement in the last few weeks which will impact the 2015-16 budget.

C. Financial and/or Resource Considerations.
D. Timing Issues. n/a

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Inasmuch as settlement has been reached on the workers compensation claims which
required special authorization by Council, it would be appropriate to rescind the authority
previously granted to the City Manager.

SUGGESTED MOTION

‘I move to rescind prior authorization for the City Manager to expend up to and including the
full amount of the Workers Compensation Fund for payment of lump sum settlements for
Workers Compensation claims.”

ISSUE STATEMENT AND SUMMARY
Staff has identified a grant opportunity for removing noxious weeds and replanting with native
plants along the riverbanks. The issue for the Council is whether to authorize staff to submit

a grant application.
BACKGROUND
A. Council Action History. None.

B. Analysis. The Oregon State Weed Board (OSWB), in partnership with the Oregon
Watershed Enhancement Board (OWEB), awards grants to fund and administer noxious
weed control projects. Funds are intended to support on-the-ground efforts to protect water
quality and overall watershed health

OSWB and OWEB project requirements include control elements for state listed noxious
weeds, using sound principles of integrated weed management. The majority of the funds
would be used to support on-the-ground control and restoration efforts. Most of the removal
and replanting work is intended to be completed by work crews, such as the Oregon Youth
Conservation Corps, Douglas County Work Crews and/or local contractors. This project will
include riparian buffer areas within City of Roseburg Parks.

Restoration activities will include the planting of native trees and shrubs, and seeding with
grasses and other appropriate vegetation. The grant application for the project is based on
recommendations outlined in the 2008 Roseburg Parks Master Plan and the Roseburg
Waterfront Master Plan.

C. Financial and/or Resource Considerations. The preliminary project cost estimate is
$80,000. The program requires a minimum of 25% matching funds. As such, $20,000 has
been budgeted in the Grant Fund to provide the matching amount. Staff may also use a
combination of volunteer and in-house labor and materials to reduce the cash match.

D. Timing Issues. The application is due December 10, 2015. Grants will be awarded in
February of 2016 with final completion required by June of 2017.

COUNCIL OPTIONS
The Council has the following options:
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1) Authorize submission of a grant application for an Oregon State Weed Board grant;
- or
2) Not authorize the grant submission and not perform the noxious weed abatement.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION _

Money has been budgeted and is available to provide the matching funds. The Parks
Commission discussed this grant application at their November 4" meeting. The
Commission recommended proceeding with a grant application. Staff concurs with this
recommendation.

SUGGESTED MOTION

I move to authorize the City Manager to submit an application for an Oregon State
Weed Board grant to perform weed abatement and replanting activities along the
waterfronts in City owned parks.

The Highway 138 project continues to move southward on Stephens Street from the
Diamond Lake intersection. The contractor is currently pouring sidewalks along the
east side of Stephens near the Public Safety Center. The widening of the roadway in
the area is a key component for the City as it will eventually allow for left turn
movements at Douglas Avenue that will permit both northbound and southbound
travelers to either enter our downtown or move towards the visitors’ center on Spruce.
While both of these projects have made travel a little inconvenient in this area, it is an
important long-term project for our community and the traveling public.

| hope you were able to enjoy the Veteran's Day parade on Wednesday or
other festivities in the community.  The City participated as part of the
motorcade, Fire Department with Ladder Truck and two of the Police K9
Teams joined the Friends of Umpqua Valley Police K9's Program committee
and Douglas County Sheriff K9 Teams. There were over 115 registrants in
the parade as hundreds of community members lined the streets on
Jackson, Main and part of Dougias. Video of the parade is available on PEG
Channel 191 for the following days: Saturday 11:00 a.m., Monday 5:30 p.m.
and Tuesday 7:00 p.m.

Brian attended the Chamber's annual Regional Economic Forecast in Canyonville on
Thursday. The good news is 2016 job growth in Douglas County will continue, albeit
slow and steady. And speaking of good news, building permit numbers for 2015 through
last month already exceeded the year-end totals for 2014, 2013, and 2012. These
numbers are from the Douglas County Building Department, so our City site plan review
permits -- typically 10-20% higher in volume than building permits - should increase as
well.

On Thursday the Public Works Commission spent a second meeting reviewing and
discussing water rate recommendations for consideration by Council. Staff prepared a
water rate study with an analysis of our utility's recent financial performance and a five
year forecast model. A number of rate options were modeled with primary goals relating
to affordability, equity, and sustainability. One of Councils goals relates directly to
infrastructure sustainability. After multiple discussions, the Public Works Commission
recommended a rate structure that was slightly different than the modeled rate
structure. Their recommendation will come before Council in December after staff has
an opportunity to incorporate the changes into the final study document and forecast
model.
